iTeen Leadership Programme for Senior Secondary School Students Website
Introduction
The ‘iTeen Leadership Programme for Senior Secondary School Students’ was launched as a pilot initiative by the Independent Commission Against Corruption (ICAC) in the 2013/14 school year.  Senior secondary students are recruited as ‘iTeen Leaders’ to assist their teachers in organising probity promotion activities.  The Programme supports the ‘Other Learning Experiences’ (OLE) component in the Senior Secondary Curriculum and students may record their learning experiences acquired in their ‘Student Learning Profile’ (SLP).  This initiative is supported by the Education Bureau and has developed into a regular programme starting from the 2014/15 school year.

Objectives
· To recruit senior secondary students to become ‘iTeen Leaders’ and enhance their understanding on the work of the ICAC and awareness of the evils of corruption, as well as nurture their positive values through training and organising activities at schools;
· To engage ‘iTeen Leaders’ in assisting teachers in organising probity promotion activities and disseminating integrity messages to their fellow schoolmates; and
· To support the Senior Secondary Curriculum in enriching students’ ‘Other Learning Experiences’ and fostering their whole-person development through organising various activities.

	Case
	Description

	1974-75
	Godber Case
	In the early 1970s, the then Chief Superintendent of Police, Peter Fitzroy Godber, was found to have possessed financial assets disproportionate to his official emolument.  His getting away to the UK while under investigation sparked a severe public outcry.  After the prompt action taken by the government which led to the establishment of the ICAC, Godber’s bribe receiving records were subsequently found.  With the witnesses and mounting material evidence, investigators succeeded in bringing Godber back to stand trial in Hong Kong.  This case became an important milestone in the ICAC’s fight against corruption. 



	1976-78
	Rich Pickings at the Fruit Market
	In the mid-1970s, a drug syndicate trafficked heroine in volume and brazenness in Yau Ma Tei Fruit Market.  Law enforcement officers were found to have been on the take in return for offering protection.  The ICAC subsequently took over the investigation and detained over 200 law enforcement officers for questioning.  Though not all the corrupt officers were arrested, the community support and endorsement for the anti-corruption cause had sounded the death knell for the corrupt syndicates still furnishing protection over illicit activities. 



	1980-1982
	The Dark Side of the Coin
	A driver of the China Motor Bus Company (CMB) was assaulted due to his refusal to accept bribes for holding silence.  He reported to the ICAC that some CMB employees had been conspiring to steal coins from the bus fare collection boxes.  After inquiries, the ICAC laid bare a number of cases in which some CMB employees used corrupt means in an attempt to mask their bus fare theft and put bribe-paying drivers on preferred routes.  These illicit activities had caused the CMB to suffer losses, resulting in its repeated applications for fare rises and the increasing burden on the public.  The ICAC eventually arrested those CMB’s corrupt employees and charged them with accepting bribes and theft. 



	1999-2002
	Short Piling
	Two soon-to-be-completed Home Ownership Scheme (HOS) buildings in Yuen Chau Kok had to be demolished due to the structural safety problem caused by short piling.  Subsequent ICAC inquiries revealed that a construction company had cheated the Housing Department by using a shortened pile measuring tape, commonly known as the ‘magic measuring tape’, and substandard concrete cores in the piling tests.  This corrupt construction scam involving jerry-built construction works had caused a huge loss of the public funds and endangered public safety.  The directors and the site agent of the construction company were eventually given heavy jail sentences.

The Maze Game

Rules of the Maze Game
· Students divided into groups of two to four are given 10 minutes to find the exit of the maze.  (The game can also be held as a competition among the groups. The group that takes the shortest time to make the escape will win the game.)

· The maze has six junctions. At each of the junction there will be an ICAC-related question and two choices for the answer.  Students should proceed through the maze according to the direction led by their chosen answers.  A correct answer leads to a correct path while an incorrect answer leads to a dead-end.

The fastest participant / team finishing the game will be the winner and awarded a souvenir.

Campus Hunt

Activity Guidelines
Activity:

· Six mission cards with questions to be answered by the participating students are hidden at different places on campus.  Participants have to locate all the cards according to instructions.  
· On the reverse of the mission cards are puzzle pieces of the logo of the ‘iTeen Leadership Programme for Senior Secondary School Students’ (another pattern can also be used).  After collecting all six mission cards, the participants are required to finish the puzzle at the designated location.  The fastest participant finishing the game will be the winner.
Materials Required:

· Mission cards

· Timers 

· Scoring chart (a blackboard may be use as a scoreboard or billboard to display the scores of individual students/teams) 

Preparations:

· Encourage the participants to visit the iTeen Camp website (https://iteencamp.icac.hk/fact) before joining the Campus Hunt game (information obtained from the website will help participants complete the Campus Hunt game faster). 

· Make the mission cards (students may refer to the attached samples or write their own questions).

· Set the checkpoints and routes of Campus Hunt depending on the number of the participating teams; and hide the mission cards at the checkpoints (students may refer to the attached samples).

Activity Flow / Rules:
· Participants collect the first mission card at the starting point and answer the question on the card.  A correct answer will lead the participants to the next checkpoint for locating another mission card.  A wrong answer will lead them to a wrong place where no mission card will be found, and the participants will have to re-try until they get the correct answer and proceed to find another mission card at the next checkpoint.

· On the reverse of the mission cards are puzzle pieces.  After collecting all six mission cards, the participants will have to return to the starting point to finish the puzzle. 
· The fastest participant locating all six mission cards and finishing the puzzle will be the winner.

· iTeen Leaders / helpers will act as timekeepers (begin timing once the participants get the first mission card until they finish the six-piece puzzle) and record the score of each participant / team.  The participant / team with the highest scores will be awarded a souvenir and a certificate of merit.

· After participants of the first round finish the game, helpers should put the mission cards back to the designated locations and prepare for participants of the next round to start the game.

· For safety reasons, mission cards should be hidden at places within arm’s reach to avoid participants from being exposed to heights.  Before the game, helpers should remind participants to pay attention to safety of themselves and others, and keep quiet during the game so as not to disturb other participants / teams.
